Matija Mesić  was a Croatian 
historian, university professor 
and the first rector of the 
University of Zagreb. 

In the academic year 1874/75 he 
had the honor to be the first 
rector of the Royal University 
of Franz Joseph I in Zagreb. In 
the opening ceremony, on the 
October 19th 1874, he held his 
famous speech in which he 
warned on the importance of 
modern university.

Dragutin Tadijanović 

       Tadijanović holds distinction as one of the most popular and most influential Croatian 
poets of 20th century. His poem Balada o zaklanim ovcama ("Ballad of Slaughtered 

Sheep"), written in 1930s, is one of the most powerful works of Croatian literature. His 
works were translated into over 20 languages, and he published over 500 poems in some 
twenty collections. Having died at the age of 101, he was among the longest living writers 

in Croatian history with generations having to study his poems in school. 



Krešimir Blažević  

    Blažević is born in 1958 in 
Slavonski Brod, where he 
completed grammar 
school and elementary 
music school for violin 
and guitar. Since 1982. he 
was intensively engaged 
in music when he 
founded his own group 
“Animatori” (Animators), 
and he was composer, 
lyricist, singer and 
guitarist.
